NEW HYBRIDS, FAIRWAY WOODS ‘CLAW’ THEIR WAY INTO

NICKLAUS GOLF EQUIPMENT’S PREMIUM COLLECTION FOR 2008



WEST PALM BEACH--Ever feel clubhead resistance cutting through the rough or even the fairway of the golf course?  Everyone has!  



Nicklaus Golf Equipment Company has taken a major step toward reducing the resistance or sole drag cutting through the turf with the introduction of its new line of Claw Hybrids and Claw Fairway Woods, both of which feature the successful Dual Point Technology that was introduced last year as part of the company’s Premium Collection.



“The concept of reducing turf touch is surprisingly simple,” says Clay Long, chief designer for Nicklaus Premium Golf Equipment and designer of most of Jack’s clubs when he was on the PGA Tour.  



“Basically, we’ve taken the sole of the clubhead and sort of scooped out the flanks.  We’ve created a center runner flanked by thinner stabilizer rails that proved to create less drag through impact, allowing the clubhead to stay online more easily.” 



“The Nicklaus Claw Hybrid is designed to take the rough out of the game as well as difficult fairway grass.  This new cutting edge technology helps minimize friction with a low-weighted sole, and the Claw’s revolutionary stabilizer rails promote better alignment on any turf.”



The Nicklaus Claw Hybrid actually is a marriage of three technologies: Dual Point Technology, the new patented (U.S. patent 5335914) Extreme Polar Weight Distribution, and the revolutionary Claw sole.



The Extreme Polar Weight Distribution has extra added weight from the toe to the hosel which provides Maximum Twist Resistance (MTR).  This allows for tighter shot dispersion and an extremely high Moment of Inertia (M.O.I.).



An extra 50 grams of weight (Dual Point Technology) was added throughout the center runner in the sole, in line with the club’s center of gravity for increased launch angle.  The iron-like face provides better alignment and blends with the new Polarity Irons set. 



The Hybrid Claw has 42.7 percent less turf touch or sole drag than previous models. The Dual Point Technology provides a more aligned center of gravity with optimal face flex point for maximum trampoline effect.

The new Nicklaus Fairway woods feature two new technologies: Claws and the Dual Point.  



Last year, the Fairway woods featured Dual Point Technology, while this year Long added the Claw-like effect to the sole of the fairway woods again to provide less turf touch or sole drag.



The Fairway Claws tested out with 26.1 percent less turf touch or sole drag with the center runner flanked by thinner stabilizer rails, which allows the clubhead to stay online more easily as compared to last year’s model.  



The center of gravity is aligned with the optimal face flex for maximum trampoline effect.  The multi-layered face is thinner around the perimeter and thicker in the center, expanding the high trampoline zone on the clubhead.



There is an extra 35 grams of weight added throughout the center runner, in line with the club’s center of gravity for an increased launch angle. 



The Claw Hybrids are offered in 18, 21, 24 and 27 degree lofts for right-handed players and the same with the exception of 18 degrees for left-handed golfers. 



Shaft offerings are FST Pro Silver Ultra Light Steel in Regular and Stiff flexes; Precision Rifle Black Graphite in A, R and S flex and Nicklaus SG Pro 3.01 in L flex.



The Fairway Claw with Dual Point Technology is offered in a strong 3 (13 degree loft), 15, 18 and 22 degrees for right-handed players.  A 15-degree and 18-degree loft is available for right-handed players in offset and 15 and 18 for left-handed players.



Shaft offerings are: Fujikura SG Fairway 3.01 in A, R and S flex; Fujikura SG Fairway 3.01 in A, R, S and X flexes.



The new DP Fairway Claw is priced at $179.99, while the new DP Claw Hybrids is priced $89.99 to $99.99.
