NICKLAUS GOLF EQUIPMENT ADDS LIMIT DIMENSION

FASTBACK & DRAWBACK DUAL POINT DRIVERS TO FAMILY IN 2008



WEST PALM BEACH--One of the most highly acclaimed and innovative drivers on the market in 2007 was the Dual Point 460 from Nicklaus Golf Equipment.  



Now the Nicklaus Premium Collection is giving birth to two new drivers featuring the same award-winning Dual Point Technology, with the limit dimension 460 Dual Point DrawBack and FastBack drivers to complete the family of driver offerings in 2008.




Last year, Nicklaus Premium Golf Equipment launched its 460 driver with Dual Point Technology, which earned accolades from being on Golf Digest’s Hot List to being named Best of the Best by Rankmark, one of the independent club testing authorities in the industry, and many others.



This year, Clay Long - chief designer for Nicklaus Golf Equipment - extended the Dual Point Technology family with the introduction of two new drivers: the Dual Point DrawBack and the Dual Point FastBack, both at the USGA Limit Dimension, 5”x5”.


The two new drivers also have a very unique geometric shape.  “While most geometric shaped drivers expand weight out toward the heel and toe to increase Moment of Inertia (M.O.I.), we have found that too much weight in the toe area makes the club slice biased”, says Long.  “By eliminating the excess weight in the toe we have found that these drivers are not only very forgiving, but are easy to square up at impact, creating a straighter, more powerful drive.”  Why add weight where you don’t need it?

The Nicklaus Premium Collection drivers all feature a multi-layered face that is thinner around the perimeter and thicker in the center, expanding the clubhead’s high trampoline 


zone.  


One of the nemeses of many golfers is the slice.  The Nicklaus Dual Point DrawBack addresses that issue by helping the golfer draw the ball back to the center of the fairway.  The DrawBack is available in right-handed 10.5 and 13 degree lofts, both of which are offset.  

The DualPoint FastBack is available in 8, 9, 10.5 and 13 degree lofts for right-handed players and a 10.5 for left-handed players.



The FastBack is made for golfers who are not burdened with the problem of slicing or fading, but would like to control ball dispersion on off-center hits.  The original Dual Point 460 driver is still available for the golfer looking for a more traditional shape.


Shaft offerings are the same for both drivers:  Fujikura SG Pro 3.0.1 in A, R and S flexes; Fujikura SG Pro 3.0.1 TS (Tip Stiff) in S and X flex and Nicklaus SG Pro 3.01 in L flex.  There are also several custom shaft offerings; Grafalloy Pro Launch Blue, Aldila VS Proto and UST ProForce V-2.


MSRP for the DrawBack and FastBack ranges from $299.99 to $349.99 depending upon shaft selection.
